Who are the best to ever play the game? The Alumni Society decided to take on 

the task of answering this question, but we can’t do it without your help! We will 

hold a vote for the starting 15 from each 5 year era of OSU Rugby.  We hope to 

do this at least twice a year until we’ve covered all eras in our history.  The first 

two eras for vote are 1966-1970 and 2005-2010. Any player from these eras can 
be nominated. Nominations must be made via email by someone other than the 

player, and must include an explanation for the nomination (qualitative and quan-

titative achievements).  They must have played at least 1 full year (2 seasons) for 

the Bucks. As the nominations are received a Committee of alums will whittle the 

nominations down to a short list of 3 to 4 players for each position. Those 3 to 4 

players will then be sent out as an easy-to-use online vote via email, facebook 

and twitter to tally up all the votes.  Most votes for each position wins. This is 

not highly scientific, and hopefully it will cause a lot of great debate amongst our 
alumni! The plan is to have a top 15 for each era, but high participation and # of 

votes could lead to a top 22. The Committee will have the power to nominate 

players for vote, but the teams will be named purely based on the power of the 

vote. Please start getting nominations in ASAP so we can honor the first two 

OSURFC All-Era Teams at this Fall’s Old Boys Weekend.  Nominations and requests to be on the Committee 

can be sent to OSURFCAlumni@gmail.com until August 20th, when the Committee will  begin to narrow down 

the players.

Since it’s inception in November of 2010, the Capital Campaign has taken in more than $15k with pledges running through 2013 

totaling well over $45k.  We have received donations from alumni all over the country, ranging from guys who played 40 years ago 

to former players just a few years removed.  We have had some extraordinary donation commitments to the top tier levels, as well 

as guys giving what they can out of their pocket.  Every penny received is used to help OSURFC prepare for the 2nd full season of 

the Collegiate Premier League (CPL), to enhance the alumni experience through events and additional benefits and  to support other 

efforts that will strengthen the club both on and off the field.  Below are some things YOUR money has gone towards recently: 

- Paid for live game streaming feed for spring CPL games - $700   

- Paid for new website  - $3500 

- Contributed $3000 to the team for additional CPL travel 

- Secured tickets for alumni to home football game (vs. Colorado) in fall of 2011 

- Multiple home football game tailgates 

- We continue to add to this list 

While the amounts already contributed are impressive to start, we are far from our target.  The CPL alone will add approximately 

$20k in additional costs per year to the club.  This campaign has a goal of getting to $30k per year in annual donations to cover that 

amount and aid in focusing in on some areas of improvement.  We already have an impressive list of generous donors, but to get to 

our goal, we need much more broad alumni support.  To this point, our donation chart has the look of upside down pyramid.  To 

succeed long term, we need to broaden the base of that chart.  It may not sound like much, but a direct deposit of about $20 a month 

puts a donor in the A-Side tier, which includes benefits found on the new website.  Please consider letting your former teammates 

know that they can help in a big way with a small donation; and, consider contributing yourself if you haven’t already.  If you have 

any questions about ways to contribute or taxability issues, please reach out to the Society.
